 Hello VCSDA Members, 
 
First, all districts should have received a package or email   
notice from LAFCo about the election process for the new 
Countywide Oversight Board position. The independent special 
districts will have one representative on this new Ventura 
County board. All district voting results must be returned to 
LAFCo by June 15th. This will be the first time the independent 
special districts will have a representative to help oversee the 
various RDA/Successor Agencies. As noted at our April 3 
meeting by Jeff Burgh, County of Ventura Auditor-Controller, 
approximately $1.8 million was taken from the Ventura County 
special districts last year by the local RDA/Successor Agencies.  
 
Second, a very special thank you to Director Steve Blois of the 
Calleguas Municipal Water District who represents Ventura 
County on The Metropolitan Water District of Southern Califor-
nia board. Steve Blois lead the effort within The Metropolitan 
Water District of Southern California to fund building both Cali-
fornia WaterFix (delta) tunnels instead of just one tunnel. This 
shows long term planning and commitment. Just two more per-
mits are required  before the construction can start before year 
end.  
 
Third, thank you to Susan Mulligan, General Manager of the 
Calleguas Municipal Water District, for the great column oppos-
ing the proposed statewide tax on drinking water (V.C. Star 
May 6).
